4.K. AGREEMENT TO DO WORK FOR OTHER PUBLIC AGENCY 

AGREEMENT

This Agreement, made and entered into this _____ day of __________________, _____, by and between __________________ County, Washington, a political subdivision of the State of Washington, hereinafter referred to as the “County”; and____________________________, hereinafter referred to as the “Agency”. 
WITNESS: It Is Hereby covenanted and agreed as follows: 
1. (To be used in agreement covering a specific job). The Agency requests that the County perform the work listed below at time and in a manner convenient to the County. The Agency further requests that work be completed no later than ___________________ and hereby guarantees reimbursement to the County for all work done up to a maximum of $_____________. (Use space below to describe work to be done). 
2. (To be used in long term non-specific agreement in lieu of paragraph 1). For each project to be performed under this contract, the Agency will make written application on forms (CRAB #102) supplied by the County. The County reserves the right to deny or approve each application of the Agency on an individual basis. 
3. (Optional provision if desired by the Agency). The County shall provide the necessary engineering, administrative and clerical services necessary for the execution of the project or work of the Agency, and in providing such services, the County Engineer may exercise all the powers and perform all the duties vested by law in the he Agency. 
4. (Reimbursement provisions). The Agency hereby agrees to reimburse the County for the costs of the work performed by the County Road Department, based on the actual cost of labor, equipment rental, engineering, materials used in the construction or maintenance work involved, plus all costs for fringe benefits to labor, including, but not limited to, Social Security, retirement, industrial and medical aid costs, prorated sick leave, holidays and vacation time, and group medical insurance. In addition thereto, __________________ per cent of the total costs shall be added for overhead costs for accounting and billing and administrative services; provided, that the County shall submit to the Agency a certificate statement of the costs and within thirty (30) days thereafter the Agency shall pay to the County the amount of said statement. 
5. (Hold harmless provision for use with state and local agencies.) It is understood and agreed between the parties hereto that the Agency will hold the County harmless from all claims, losses, demands, actions, or cause of action of any nature whatsoever by reason of the performance of this agreement by the County. The Agency further agrees to defend, at its own expense, the County in the event that any action is brought against the County as a result of any act or activity of the County or its agents or employees because of or in any way arising out of the work to be performed under this contract. 
6. (Hold harmless provisions for use with federal agencies.) “The liability of the United States of America, Department of ______________________________, for all damage to property or injury to persons occurring as a result of any negligent act or omission on the part of the petitioner or its contractor, employees or assigns, shall be as provided for by the Federal Tort Claims Act, 62 Stat. 982. ___________________ County disclaims any liability for any or all damage to property or injury to persons caused or arising from this permit.” 
“All employees‘ agents of the county performing work for the United States Department of ___________________ shall be employees‘ agents of the Department of ______________ during the performance of the work under the agreement and the liability of the county shall be limited to the liability of the Department of _____________________ as provided for in the Federal Tort Claims Act.” 
7. (Insurance provisions.) The agency agrees to procure and maintain in full force and effect, that the County to be named as a named insure, public liability insurance in the sum of not less than ______________ to ________________ public liability and ________________ property damage. 
8. (Assignment provisions.) It is understood and agreed between the parties that this contract cannot be assigned, transferred or any portion subcontracted thereunder by the County without the prior written permission of the Agency. 
9. (Reference to statute.) The County, in the performance of work under this contract shall abide by the provisions of RCW 35.77.020, .030 and .040 and/or RCW 39.34 and/or RCW _____________, whichever is applicable and WAC 136-32. (RCW 35.77.020 requires adoption of this agreement by resolution of the Board of County Commissioners in the case of work on city streets.)
