8:30 - 10:15am Beyond Design: Unlocking County-Wide Value from a Trimble MX60
Mobile Mapping Dataset
Jarrett Price, Frontier Precision and Spokane County

Spokane County collected Trimble MX60 mobile mapping data along
Argonne Road in advance of roadway replacement. While initially
captured to support road design, this presentation demonstrates how
a single MX60 dataset can be leveraged across multiple county
departments. Examples include roadway design, pavement condition
inspection and analysis, drainage evaluation, traffic and safety review,
asset inventory, utilities coordination, right-of-way documentation, and
future maintenance planning. The session highlights how mobile
mapping supports data sharing, reduces redundant field collection
and site visits, improves interdepartmental coordination, and
maximizes return on investment for county agencies.
